His family worked as ranchers in the Arkansas 
valley area.  He attended the Gas Creek School be-
tween Centerville and Nathrop.  Jim left home to 
work as a cowboy after his father died when he was 
only 14 years old.  He got a job in the Fairplay area 
working for Joe & Edna Hurst, who treated him as a 
second son.  Jim always wanted to be a cowboy, and 
he drifted to Wyoming to work on several ranches in 
the Laramie area. 
    While in Wyoming, Jim was drafted into the Army, 
where he served as a communications specialist.  As 
soon as he was discharged, however, Jim returned to cowboying, the life he loved. 
Jim continued to drift around as a cowboy until he ended up in Middle Park where 
he found work with Clayton Hill.   Clayton had several ranches and moved Jim 
around to work on many of them.   One of the ranches was the Bar D ranch in 
South Park.  While working there, Jim met the love of his life, Karen Alm-
gren.  Karen loved ranch life and was a perfect companion for Jim.  They were 
married in 1962.  Their marriage was blessed with a son, Bobby Jim, while they 
lived and worked on the Bar D ranch.  Jim & Karen continued to work for Clayton, 
who moved them to various ranches in Colorado.  They lived and worked at sev-
eral ranches in the South Park area, as well as the Arkansas valley and the San 

Luis Valley.  While they were in Nathrop, they were blessed with another son, 
Justin Wade. Eventually, Jim & Karen tired of all the moving and found more stabil-
ity working for Jim Settlie.   Jim continued to keep in close touch with Joe & Edna 
Hurst, his "second set of parents". He continued to help them with ranch life as 
much as he could.  As Joe grew older and decided to try and retire from the rigors 
of running a ranch, he offered Jim & Karen leases on his property where they 
could become more independent.  Jim & Karen accepted the leases and began 
living and working on Indian Mountain Ranch which became central to their opera-
tion. With more time and stability in their lives, they began assisting with the 4 -H 
clubs in Fairplay.  They enjoyed being involved in the organization of the county 
fair and especially enjoyed sharing their knowledge of the cattle business  with the 
club members. 

    Jim & Karen eventually left Indian Mountain, but were able to continue their 
love of ranching in South Park by live and share cropping on Frieda Wahl's ranch, 
east of Como, Colorado.  After Joe & Edna Hurst completely retired from ranching, 
Jim & Karen were able to move to Como and take over Joe's ranch. After their 
sons were grown, Jim & Karen began their semi-retirement moved to a ranch near 
Banson, Missouri.  However, Missouri didn't agree with them, so they moved back 
to La Junta, Colorado.  Karen passed away while living there in March of 2008.  At 
that time, Jim was ill and was able to move back to Como where he finished out 
his days as a cowboy in their favorite home-SOUTH PARK! 
   In February 2011, Jim passed on to his rewards for eternity.   He will be missed!!
